2010 USA Pears Culinary Student Competition

Eligibility

The 2010 USA Pears Culinary Student Competition (“Competition”) is open to full or part-time students currently enrolled in a certified culinary program pursuing a culinary associate’s degree, diploma, or certificate as of date of entry at accredited schools located in the United States.
Entrants must be 18 years of age or over.

How to Enter

Complete the e-mail entry form at www.usapears.org/students.aspx and e-mail to culinarypears@gmail.com. One entry is allowed per person.

Deadline

Deadline for entry is Friday, January 29, 2010. 
Entry Requirements

An online entry form must be submitted as described above no later than January 29, 2010.  Incomplete entries will not be accepted.

A complete entry will contain a recipe of your own creation that includes fresh “USA Pears” from Oregon or Washington as a primary ingredient.   USA Pears must be present as a portion of the recipe’s composition at the discretion of the entrant.  (Baked, sautéed, juiced, sliced, pureed… the possibilities are endless!)  Entries with recipes that do not contain USA Pears will be disqualified.  Recipes for all day parts and menu parts will be considered with equal weight.

Entry Judging

All eligible entries will be reviewed by a panel of qualified judges who will consider recipes based on the following criteria:

· Pears - Does the recipe use a prominent amount of fresh USA Pears so that the flavor is identified when tasted? 

· Originality - Is the recipe unique? 

· Creativity – Does the recipe have the capability to inspire others with its creative use of pears?

· Taste/Texture - Does the recipe work?  Does it taste good?  Is the texture appealing?

· Appearance – Does the dish look appetizing?  Is it photogenic?

Three semi-finalists will be selected after review of all qualified entries.

The three semi-finalist winners will then be brought to Portland, Oregon to prepare their recipe for the national competition where judges will rank the three recipes by Grand Prize, Second Place, and Third Place.  USA Pears/Pear Bureau Northwest will determine the final panel of judges.

All decisions by the judges are final, binding, and non-disputable.

Prizes

The Grand Prize winner will receive $5,000 cash and his/her school will be awarded $1,000 toward supplies or its general tuition scholarship fund.   

The Second Place winner will receive $2,500 and his/her school will be awarded $250 toward supplies or its general tuition scholarship fund.   

The Third Place winner will receive $1,000 and his/her school will be awarded $250 toward supplies or its general tuition scholarship fund.   

All three semi-finalists will receive paid travel on dates to be determined in the month of March 2009, if the semi-finalist lives more than 250 miles from Portland, Oregon, including round-trip airfare (coach class) to Portland, Oregon from the metropolitan airport nearest their home for the final judging event, along with a two night hotel stay in Portland, Oregon.  Travel arrangements will be made by USA Pears/Pear Bureau Northwest. All expenses not specifically mentioned herein are not included and are solely the winner’s responsibility, including but not limited to: transportation to Portland, Oregon if winner resides less than 250 miles away, round trip transportation between the semi-finalist’s residence and any airport of origin, room service, parking fees, laundry service, food, alcoholic beverages, merchandise, souvenirs, telephone calls, tips, gratuities and service charges. Airline carrier and hotel regulations and conditions apply.
Each qualified entrant will receive a pear culinary gift consisting of information and tool(s) regarding USA Pears.  Culinary gift items will be selected and delivered at the discretion of USA Pears/Pear Bureau Northwest.
